Countable Mouns -+ things we can count: tomatoes, roses, books, cups.
Uncountable Nouns —» things we cannot count: water, soil, tea, rice,
information.

GErammar Formis:

=  many + countable plural -+ many tomatoes
« much +uncountable = much water
« 3 few + countable, a little + uncountable
